Recently Maidstone Cadet Jess Beckley had
the chance of a lifetime and took part in an
African project to help those less privileged than
her. The Charity, Sentebale — founded by Prince
Harry and Prince Seeiso of Lesotho — gave her
the opportunity to join a charitable trip to work
with disadvantaged children including orphans
and those affected by HIV and blindness. The
two week trip saw Jessica and other young
people work with the charity by building
bridges, painting and providing other voluntary
services to help the local people, and also
spend time learning about animal conservation.

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.. EKERCISE LESOTHO TIGER

As we arrive in Johannesburg airport
reality kicked in and we suddenly
realised the depth of what we were
going to be doing out there. A new
country with a completely diverse culture
none of us had experienced before.

The first few days were relaxed, getting to know the
team and forming new relationships with Army Cadets
from all over the country. We were on the beach,
swimming and snorkelling, admiring the amazing wildlife
at the nature reserve including zebra, crocodiles,
eagles, hippos and had a very lucky encounter with a
leopard. The list of magical sights is endless!

Entering the Kingdom of Lesotho was a shock for
all of us, at first it was hard to accept the poverty that
surrounded us but we soon realised the lifestyle was a
day to day reality for the people.

Our group was situated in Maseru, the capital city; we
stayed in a school run by Catholic nuns for disabled and
less advantaged children. Our jobs involved painting murals
and helping with the day to day running of the school.

Seven cadets including myself then travelled six and
a half hours to a small tribal village called Pulane which
was to be our home for the next week, our home was
an orphanage. It was here | met an English missionary
who has worked all over Africa and learnt about her
stories of hardship, famine and poverty.

| witnessed firsthand the physical effects of AIDs
and the devastating effect that this has on young
people. | learnt a lot from these children, despite the
tough experiences they had been through in their short
lives — the smiles on their faces made it all worthwhile.

| realised that religion really does give the people
hope for the future and although harsh times are ahead,
they could always rely on the warmth and kindness
offered within the orphanage walls.

We painted the children’s rooms and new beds,
attended church services each morning and played
football with the locals overall the experience was life
changing, | wish | had the money to go back the
children will all be in our hearts forever and | loved every
moment of my experience.
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It is my very great pleasure
to introduce this edition of
Footprint.

AID TRAINING INTO PRACTIGE

St Mary’s Bay Cadet
Annie Robertson, 14,
recently administered
vital first aid to a member
of the public that had
collapsed. She had only
recently learned these
skills whilst on annual
camp.

Cadet Robertson said:
“When | was waiting for
the bus | saw a man lying
prone on the pavement
opposite me. | went over
to him and checked for
any possible danger, | monitored his vital signs and responses.
| remembered what | had been taught and opened his airways,

checked he was breathing and put him into the recovery
position.

“I knocked on the door of a nearby house and passed on
all the important details of what had happened and asked the
person to call an ambulance. We then waited for the
ambulance to come before | got on my way to cadets. | was
So pleased | was able to help someone in need and am proud
that | am able to put my new skills to use and really make a
difference, | hope he is making a speedy recovery.”

St Mary’s Bay Detachment Commander, Sergeant Major
Trevor Fields said: “It wasn't a life threatening situation but it
could have been a lot worse had Annie not been there to assist,
S0 many people can suffer from asphyxiation if they are not put
into the recovery position, swallowing a tongue or choking on
your own vomit can be very dangerous. | am really proud of her
actions and this really does show that the Kent Army Cadets
are teaching the youth of the county valuable life skills”.

We arrived here for
the 70th Anniversary of the evacuation of British and Allied
troops Dunkirque.

Norfolkline kindly arranged transport to the French port of
Dunkirque. The Lord Lieutenant of Kent Alan Willett gave a
short speech and waved the veterans on as they boarded the
ferry with us. During the crossing we had the opportunity to
talk with the veterans about their amazing experiences and it
was very humbling.

We rushed out on deck mid way across the channel
despite the cold and drizzle to witness the fly over of a spitfire
and a hurricane. That was incredible as they flew so close you
could actually see every detail and feel the rush of wind as they
soared past.

We arrived in Dunkirque and drove around to the old dock. We
had lunch whilst waiting for the arrival of the fleet of ‘little ships’
that had set sail from Ramsgate earlier that day. As the ships
paraded into the port there were prayers in French and English
and a minutes silence to commemorate the dead.

We kept waving in little ship after little ship, even if our arms
did get tired it was nothing to what the veterans must have
been feeling seventy years ago. The fleet was made up of all
sorts of private and fishing boats of all shapes and sizes,
anything that could cross the channel to rescue our troops.
Some of the ships we saw were the original boats used during
the original evacuation.

After we had waved them in we had to catch the ferry back
to Kent and leave the veterans to party the night away and
return to England in the morning. All in all it was an amazing,
once in a lifetime experience of which | am pretty sure | will
remember for a very long time to come. | am glad to be one
of the few cadets that was able to take part and would like to
thank Capt. Treeby for organising everything.

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Volunteers (CFAVs) in the County and invited them to express
an interest in joining him, he’s pleased there is now a strong
team who are willing to show commitment in giving their time,
keeping their logs books up-to-date and financing a good part
of their own training — AT is very different to the normal training
provided through the military syllabus.

The team have been working extraordinarily hard, raising
funds by various means, selling wrist bands and T shirts and
have been able to upgrade the boats so that they are adjustable
and not a one size fits all for the cadets (cadets don’t come in
one size!) They have replaced foot rests, water boots, wetsuits
and neoprene spray decks. It is important to have safe kit and
replenish and replace as necessary.

The AT experiences being offered are done at a heavily
subsidised rate, the AT team are grateful to the support of 7
Cadet Training Team (7CTT) who regularly provide support and
guidance and who the team say they are learning great things
from, which they can use in their own coaching. Also, recently at
Annual Camp three volunteers from Cornwall ACF helped out and
enjoyed themselves so much have offered their services again!

The next County weekend the team are putting on is
EXERCISE ERYRI TASTER Il from 4-7th May 2012, anyone who
is interested should contact their detachment commander for
more details. By next camp the whole team will have all qualified
to be able to take more cadets on the water, so watch out,
coming to a lake near you!

When collecting water in the countryside,

= remember to only collect water from fast
moving streams and rivers. Avoid still ponds and
lakes (where the water may be stagnant) and
consider boiling the water before you drink it. You
may also consider buying some water purification
tablets or even a water filter (available at
www.cadetdirect.com). Pouring water through a sock
sounds weird but is a great way of removing organic
matter from fresh water before you boil or purify it.

Whist in the field always protect your water
= supply — never waste fresh drinking water by
pouring it over your head to cool yourself — always
treat fresh water as a valuable commodity.

The nutritional value of water can be improved
= by adding electrolyte tablets such as Nuun or
liquid supplements like Elete (available at
www.cadetdirect.com).

When heating boil in the bag meals and rations
= remember to use your boiled water for making
a hot drink such as tea, coffee or soup.

8 Dehydrated rations are great when you’re trying
= to reduce the weight of your rucksack/bergan
but remember to carry sufficient water supplies as this
type of ration requires quite a lot of water to prepare.
